After learning about the constraints in designing for a screen that can vary across the number of different devices used by the audience and how these are addressed in Dreamweaver, you have set up a WordPress installation on the server here at school. 	Create a list of external sites that you would like to link to from your site. You can link to other sites from pages, posts or even a custom menu. (The text widget is very handy for creating lists of links and making them appear in your sidebar.)

	Give a brief site overview. This will consist of pages/posts and their content. Remember that Pages are timeless (more or less static) and the posts tend to appear in a single area with the most recent displayed first. For posts
consider a regular column or topic you may publish about  and for Pages consider things that tend not to change such as your contact details, about page and location. You need to have content to insert into your site and this needs to be created first with your audience and purpose mind.
